Description: 

 
In this on-going workshop you will learn through demonstration and by hands-on practice all the 
basic techniques necessary to create jewellery via casting wax in silver or gold.   Through the 
creation of individual pieces, students will be guided towards finding their own unique means of 
expression through their work. 
 
Students will undertake 3 different tasks: 
 
DESIGN AND MANUFACTURE OF A SILVER RING: 

·  Accurately measure the proper ring tube length to accommodate the finished design size 
·  A rough cut is made using a jewelers saw 
·  File down the ring tube segment to create the rough shape of the finished piece in preparation for 

the design work 
·  Finish ring design work can in a variety of ways such as with shaping tools, knives, or other 

devices 
 

DEMONSTRATION HOW TO MAKE DIFFERENT SURFACES 
·  Prepare 5 square pieces 3x3 cm with the help of calipers 
·  Cut the squares with a jewelers saw and file them 
·  With the use of shaping tools and knives, students will learn to create 5 different surface textures 

 

DESIGN AND MANUFACTURE OF A PENDANT WITH GEMSTONE 
·  Draw a design on paper 
·  Transfer the drawing on to the wax piece 
·  Cut the design using a jewelers saw 
·  Finalise your design work via filing and different shaping tools (learned above) 

 

Materials: all tools for work in class are provided  
 

·  Students will be required to purchase wax from Lia 

·  All wax pieces can be cast and finished through Lia’s workshop 

·  The charge for silver casting including the finish is 14 AED per gram 

·  Lia can sell you a starter set for making your own wax pieces at home for 200 AED 

 
 

Lia is a skilled goldsmith from Germany, now based in Dubai. She apprenticed as a goldsmith in 
Bavaria and studied jewellery design in Germany.  With her diploma work she won 1st prize in a 
jewellery contest in Japan with work titled ‘spiritual healing jewellery for the 21st  Century’.  She 
opened her own jewellery studio in Hamburg before moving to Dubai, the city of gold, where she is 
currently running her own studio in Discovery Gardens.  Lia has exhibited widely in Germany, India 
and Dubai.
