Description: 
 
This course is for complete beginners in watercolour.  Students will discover the magic of paint and 
water interacting with white paper, the transparency, the delicacy and the freshness of this medium. 
 
In the beginning I will cover all the basic techniques of watercolour painting.  Students will get to know 
their watercolour pigments, cool and warm colours, how to mix them and how to avoid muddy colours. 
Without an understanding of how colour works, you cannot produce a fresh, transparent and 
spontaneous painting.  
 
We will also look at composition, tonal values (lights and darks) and glazing and you will learn how to 
lay washes and work wet-into-wet.  As students progress I will introduce more advanced techniques in 
watercolour.

 Watercolour palette.  Choose one with plenty of large compartments for mixing washes

 Putty eraser 
 

 A rag or an old T-shirt
